The Research Assistant will be working with an international research team in mapping 

the incidence (new cases) of Psychosis in KwaZulu-Natal, Msunduzi Municipality. The 

PSYMAP-ZN research team aims to identify all incident cases of psychosis in Msunduzi 

Local Municipality and determine the social, economic and environmental risk 

factors. The research team is looking for someone with good work ethic, good 

organizational and interpersonal skills. The person would also need to have an interest 

in research. The Research Assistant will be predominantly based at Town Hill Hospital 

(Pietermaritzburg).  

 

The Research Assistant will be required to:  

• Recruit participants, collect and enter data  

• Translate (verbal/written) and transcribe data where necessary relating to the 

study protocol  

• Be comfortable with electronic data capturing tools, submit data 

electronically, manage data and follow up study participants as per the 

protocol  

• Organize and follow up on necessary assessments for study participants e.g. 

blood samples, or other tests  

• Audit compliance of the study protocols by ensuring adequacy of follow -up 

of enrolled study participants and keep organized filing system of participant 

files 

• Liaise with other members of the PSYMAP-ZN study team, community and 

stakeholder engagement
